Hare:
False Alarm (aka Quah Kim Song)

Yesterday was Singapore’s 41st National Day and there was a big celebration at the National Stadium where today’s Hare, False Alarm, made his name into a household name. Surprisingly, the National Day’s award did not include his name!

Anyway, the crowd gathered at 6.00pm under the most beautiful weather and off they went towards the main gate of the Condo. We were told to keep right and the trail is marked with CPF. So the first runner, who else, Boob a lube and Babi Hutan, got onto the first marking along the small drain and across the field towards the terrace houses. Going towards the back of this row of terrace houses, they encountered the first T-check. Boob was smart enough to go all the way along the monsoon drain, but came back after 100 meters and shot off the other through another open field. The trail went round the express way and towards the opposite direction of the TPE and the trail brought the pack down into another tunnel, which is directly underneath the Golden triangle of the TPE-SLE-CTE expressways. The trail then got straight towards the CTE side and stopped by a T-check again. The trail was located just on the slope into the bushes where there was durian pickers stationed. After getting out of a small stream, the pack went right and again there was a back check. This was easily broken and off they went the opposite way.

The trail led us back under another tunnel and eventually we saw the ‘ON HOME’ marking. But the home trail was something like 500 meters. But generally it is a good run. No hash shit and the prevailing hash shit holder has to endure another week of wearing the blazer.
